Composition should be based on any subject related to life., its important events
and the world around us. composition should be created with two or three
human figures. Style of composition could be stylized, traditional or modern.
Subject may cover festivals, important events from life (indoors & outdoors)
like workers, travelers and group meetings.

NOTE:-

a) The external examiner will decide five subjects. Students have to choose
one out of these five subjects and compose it in a technique and style of
his/her choice.

b) Students have to complete a composition choosing anyone colour

scheme.
c) Students can use different texture to show the density in his/ her
composition.

Each Candidate will have to submit the following works one month before the
commencement of the annual Examination.

1. Ten plates of the work done (5 plates of life study full figure - practical
paper I A or 5 plates of Reproduction & Enlargement of Painting —
practical paper I B and five plates of Creative Composition practical
paper Il on %2 imp. Size paper).

2. A Sketch Book of not less than 100 Sketches, size ¥ Imp. Subject Human
Figure, Animals, Lanes, Trees. Medium -ink, pencil and water colour.

Note: Submission work will be submitted to the Head of the Department of
Drawing & Painting of the college one month before the commencement of
Examination. The marks of the submission work will be awarded internally by
the Head of the Department with the consent of the concerning teacher.
